SAINT OF THE WEEK

ST. CYRIL OF ALEXANDRIA
Feast Day — June 27

When we think of a doctor, we usually think of a medical
practitioner, yet the word doctor comes from the Latin docere
(to teach). The Church has designated several men and
three women (Therese of Lisieux, Teresa of Avila and
Catherine of Siena) as Doctors of the Church. This honorary
title is given to those select few whose writings have been
instrumental in shaping Church teaching.

Born in Alexandria, Egypt, St. Cyril was not a mild-mannered
scholar. As archbishop of Alexandria, for instance, he closed
churches belonging to splinter sects. Yet despite his
harshness, he was an eloquent spokesman for orthodox
teaching during the Council of Ephesus. His thoughtful
writings on the nature of Christ's birth and divine nature
earned him a title Doctor of the Incarnation.

Not everyone who has truth on their side is pleasant to be
around. When someone takes a different position than we do
or holds a view we can't agree with, we have the
responsibility to treat that person with respect and patience.
St. Cyril might still have become a saint even if he hadn't
learned that lesson, but unfortunately for his opponents, he
mellowed a bit as he aged. He never gave up defending
what he believed to be the truth, but he became more
understanding of those who disagreed with him. St. Cyril had
to grow old before he grew wise. We don't need to wait that
long.
